Music:  New York by Paloma Faith 
Descriptions: 32 count – 4 wall – Beginner/easy intermediate level line dance 

This dance is choreographed as an easy floor-split to NY Cha. 
 
 
Intro: 16 count 
 
Side, Together, Forward, Right Lock Step, Step ¼ Turn Right, Cross Shuffle 
1-3 Step L to left side, step R next to L, step forward on L 
4&5 Step forward on R, lock L behind R, step forward on R 
6-7 Step forward on L, turn ¼ right (weight on R) (03:00) ** 
8&1 Cross L over R, step R to right side, cross L over R 
 
Side Rock, Behind, Side, Forward, Forward Rock, ½ Shuffle Turn Left 
2-3 Rock R to right side, recover weight onto L 
4&5 Step R behind L, step L to left side, step forward on R 
6-7 Rock forward on L, recover weight onto R 
8&1 ½ shuffle turn left stepping L, R, L (travelling backwards) (09:00) 
 
Step ¼ Turn Left, Cross Shuffle, Side Rock, Behind, Side, Forward 
2-3 Step forward on R, turn ¼ left (weight on L) (Facing 06:00) 
4&5 Cross R over L, step L to left side, cross R over L 
6-7 Rock L to left side, recover weight onto R 
8&1 Step L behind R, step R to right side, step forward on L 
 
Forward Rock, Right Shuffle Back, Walk, Walk, Chasse ¼ Turn left  
2-3 Rock forward on R, recover weight onto L 
4&5 Step back on R, step L beside R, step back on R * 
6-7 Step back on L, step back on R 
8& ¼ turn left stepping L to left side, step R beside L 
 
 
**2 small TAGS and RESTARTS: 
Wall 4 (wall start facing 09.00 – tag start facing 12:00) 
Wall 9 (wall start facing 12:00 – tag start facing 03:00) 
After count 7 in section 1: Rock L across R (8), recover weight onto R (&), RESTART. 
Restart after 1st tag facing 12:00 (wall 5) 
Restart after 2nd tag facing 03:00 (wall 10) 
  
*ENDING:  
Wall 12: After count 5 in section 4: Make ¼ turn left stepping L to left side. 
 
 
Start again – and enjoy the music. 
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
